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SPID THEATRE COMPANY is Hillfield Park’s only theatre company (reg office at No 9) and it is a registered charity too [Charity No 1097344].  Its objects are “to advance education for the public benefit by the promotion of the arts, in particular but not exclusively the art of drama”.
Between 2002 and 2005 the SPID Theatre company staged 3 plays, LEAR (set in a newspaper editor’s office), BLUEBEARD’S WIVES (the children’s story, as told by the surviving Mrs Bluebeard: a one-woman show) and OPEN HOUSE (a Chekhovian play about young people living aimless lives in the owner’s crumbling old house).

These productions were all in conventional theatre style (at Jackson’s Lane, Camden People’s Theatre, ICA, Edinburgh Fringe venues, Croydon Warehouse).

Over the same period SPID contributed drama, poetry, mime and innovative theatre to Community festivals: Rotozaza (Stoke Newington), British Festival of Visual Theatre, Octoberfest, East Side Community Festival, Lambeth Riverside Festival 2005.

Since 2006 SPID has acquired a venue on the Kensal House Estate in Ladbroke Grove and put on a further production of OPEN HOUSE, with support from the Council (Royal Borough of Kensington and Chelsea) and the Arts Council.  Last autumn it put on KENSAL YOUTH, a play about young people in a haunted youth centre and the story, scripted by Helena Shanks, was performed by a large cast of local youngsters in the refurbished Kensal House theatre!   SPID Theatre Company Limited has a Board of Trustees and a Secretary and a group of members (the SPID Co-op) who do community work on the Estate involving young people and local residents in the activities of the theatre.  They have another play coming up this autumn.
